SECTION 4.9.5 STAIRS AND RAILINGS

Stairs and guardrails
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Open guardrails on decks more than 30 inches above grade or a floor below shall
have members spaced so that a 4 inch diameter sphere cannot pass through.
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1. Stairways shall be not less than 36" in width.
Stairway rises shall be not greater than 7 3/4",
Stairway treads shall have a minimum run of 107

. The length of Run and the height of Riser shall not

vary more than 3/8"in the entire run of the stair.
